The Diocese Health and Safety Policy states that the responsibility for health and safety, within each parish, rests with the parish priests.  The majority of the parishes across the Diocese have nominated Health and Safety Representatives to assist the parish priests with implementation of our health and safety policy.   

This health and safety session is designed to make parishes aware of the health and safety duties that are necessary to have in place, to meet our legal requirements and to monitor them at regular intervals.

The awareness session will include the following areas:
· General health and safety and inspections 
· Fire Safety awareness
· Working at height 
· Risk assessment, including worked examples
· Lone working
· Manual Handling
· Accident reporting.

This session will be delivered by Julie Tinsley, Diocese Health and Safety Officer, and is aimed at Parish Priests, Parish Health and Safety Representatives and Parish Secretaries, who often assist in these matters.
